     The company founded by George Hurst in 1958 quickly made a name for itself with innovative 

performance products that offered enhanced functionality as well as durability. Hurstôs interest in safety 

dovetailed with the companyôs efforts to create components that actually performed better, a practice seen 

in the original Hurst wheels introduced in 1965. Hurst had merged a heavy-duty steel rim with a forged 

aluminum hub to create a great-looking wheel that was also incredibly strong.  

     Hurst moved away from wheels after several years, and later got out of the specialty car business, 

focusing on the core business of high-performance shifters. But recently the brand has been revitalized, 

and part of that effort is a new line of Hurst series performance cars, based on the new Dodge Challenger, 

Chevy Camaro and Ford Mustang. One of the key styling elements of the Hurst edition cars is the wheels, 

and now Hurst is making them available separately.  

     The Hurst T1 Wheel is lightweight aluminum alloy and offered in 20x9- and 20x10-inch dimensions, with 

polished spokes and dark anthracite details, finished off with a classic Hurst red and black ñHò logo center 

cap. Currently, the new wheels are only available for late-model Challenger fitments, but applications for 

the new Camaro and Mustang are just a few months away.
