Ford Racing offers budget crate 302
It's been quite some time now since the beloved Ford 302, a.k.a., the 5.0L, has appeared in a factory-
assembled production vehicle from Ford, and the end of mass production often means the end of cheap
availability to the performance enthusiast. Fortunately, Ford Racing has made the effort to maintain a
budget-friendly 302-based crate engine in its lineup. The Ford Racing M-6007-X302 is based on a
"seasoned" production block 6 that means areconditioned factory unit, freshened up with a .030-inch
overbore, yielding 306 cubic inches. The bores are filled with Mahle forged pistons that hang from
production 5.0 connection rods, spinning a precision-ground production crankshaft. The short-block is
topped with Ford Racing aluminum "X" heads (M-6049-X306) that use 1.94/1.54-inch valves and which
create a 9.0:1 compression ratio. Ford Racing's well-known E303 roller hydraulic camshaft is also included
(.498-inch lift, 220 degrees' duration at .050-inch lift), tied to the crankshaft with a double-roller timing set.
The engine includes a production-style four-bolt harmonic balancer (500z imbalance type, common to the
later 5.0 engines) and a Fox-chassis-type rear-sump oil pan. Even the Ford Racing aluminum rocker covers
are part of the deal, though Ford Racing notes that despite its appearance in the photo, the water pump is
not part of the deal. Still, a 340hp crate package like this would be hard to duplicate for the $3,495
suggested retail, and you still wouldn't get Ford's 12-month/12,000-mile warranty. Go to
